a sochar Ludwik Korkos (1). Bol to prave
on, ktory vyrazne ovplyvnil vietkych
svojich ziakov.

Alojz Drahos has gone through real
active developmental periods in forty-
five years of artistic activity, to which
pedagogical activity has been added
over time. His energetic and viable drive
to tackle anything that has a human,
philosophical and artistic dimension has
led him to search for distinctive means
of expression across different artistic
styles. He tried them in a wide range of
chamber and monumental sculpture
and sculpture, in the creation of

reliefs, medals, drawings and paintings.
However, all the aforementioned artistic
circles have something that is extremely
important for the work of Alojz Drahos.
He transfers a strong emotional charge
and directness of transposing the lived
reality into his artistic expressions.

In the same way, he always maintains

a spiritual dialogue with the ancient and
contemporary world, where you can feel
how much he appreciates the classic and
the archaic and, of course, the modern,
contemporary, and current.

Alojz Drahos entered Slovak fine art at
the beginning of the eighties. He came
to the Academy of Fine Arts and Design
after studying at the School of Applied
Arts, where his teacher was the excellent
educator and sculptor Ludwik Korkos
(1). It was he who significantly influenced
all his students. They valued his skill

in carving and the ability to model and
shape wood as an excellent sculptural
material. That is why many of them have
found a love for wood in themselves.

In it, they discovered the magic and art
of reviving its matter through creative

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processing. Several graduates of Ludwik
Korkos's studies later met at university
and today we can say that they have
become a strong generation of Slovak
sculpture, a generation born in the fifties
as Alojz DrahoS. Among many, let us
mention Peter Gaspar, Jan Hoffstadter,
Vojtech Farkas, Gabriela Gasparova-
llléSova, Marek Zitan, Laco Sabd, Rasto
Trizma, Juraj Cutek, Oto Bachorfk or Igor
Mosny.

In the first years after graduating

from the Academy of Fine Arts, Alojz
DrahoS$ was actively involved in cultural
and artistic life. And since 1982, he

has regularly begun to participate in
collective exhibitions at home and
abroad, organized by art associations
of which he was and is a member.

As part of joint art presentations, he
appeared more often at the shows of
the Association of Fine Artists of the
West Slovak Region, the Association of
Medal Makers of Slovakia, the Society of
Free Visual Artists, and the Slovak Union
of Fine Arts. However, it is necessary

to highlight his work at exhibitions of
teachers of the Academy of Fine Arts
and Design and the Faculty of Education

“solution to the permanent
problem of matter - movement

- light, baroque residues

and the imaginative power of
unconventional expression. In

the circle of figurative work, it is
primarily a depiction of a woman
as a physical being fulfilling the
human sense, suggestive and often
evoking the magical Venus and

the celebration of femininity as a
symbolism of the mystery of life,
beginning and extinction, birth and
death, procreation, and fertility...”
(2).

However, his artistic curiosity led

him to oscillate in his sculptural work
between the use of realistic, expressive,
cubist or avant-garde experimental
procedures. It is therefore natural that
he admirably used all the sculptural
possibilities of modelling and working
with clay, wood, marble, bronze, cast and
cut glass or a combination of different
materials to interpret his motifs. As the
only Slovak sculptor, Drahos discovered
the charm of red Tardos marble. It was
in it that he found a remarkable power of
expression, a different movement of light
and shadow and a specific decorative
effect of the work. The artist's technique
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of casting textile structures is also
original, thus deliberately disrupting the
matter of sculptural shape and volume.
This processing is remarkable in works
from 2016 - 2018 such as bronzes From
the Nest, Kinetic Cube, Macramé I, 1.

In Drahos$'s works throughout his artistic
development, one can feel the shape

which naturally reveals several layers

of meaning of the work. That is why

the scales of his artistic thinking tilt to
the side of imagination, experiment,

and reality. You can feel it not only in
sculptures, statues or drawings, but also
in medals. Drahos's artistic approach

to medal making is marked by a typical
postmodern dialogue. In it, he manifests
himself as a creator presenting the
present time, rich in many associative
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ties, filled with serious philosophical
mementos, psychological twists, human
wins, and losses.

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Many of the sculptural works are marked
by a rich inner life, which can combine
the ideas and art with a simultaneous
approach or challenge the principles of
cubism with their projection of various
view plans. These appear in his works

in motifs inspired by antiquity such as
the Fall of Icarus, the Nymph, Nike, the
Phoenix, in musical themes such as the
Virtuoso, Etude, Clown or Harlequin.

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What is important to him are the stimuli
of the present time and of a person
experiencing everyday life, which he
expresses in works such as Fragile
Relationships, Where Are You Going?,
Imaginary Heads, Dream or Reflection.
The already mentioned depiction of

a woman is interpreted in various
emotional gusts, but also as a symbol



of dawn, awakening, restlessness and
expectation. Bohumir Bachraty aptly
expressed Draho$'s “accumulation

of energy in the themes of take-

amic confrontation of strength and
tenderness in the themes of mirror
and mirroring. However, Bachraty also
highlighted the possible perception of
the artist's sculptures “as the flames of
torches and the fire of transformations.
Others resemble sculptural monstrances
that bless ascent and take-off, unity,
protect against falls, and bless pilgrims
on the way and beyond..."(4)

Each work, as well as the place where
we live, creates artistic attitudes to the
present and the past, and thus helps
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the artist to assemble his own space
full of stimuli. It is therefore natural that
Alojz Drahos, as a native of Zohor, had a
certain artistic relationship to the work
of Albin Brunovsky (5), who came from

the same village. The bronze plaques
with the motif of the Lady in the Hat,
modelled and cast by Alojz Drahos

in 1987, refer to the fantasy realism

of Brunovsky's lithographic cycle The
Lady in the Hat from 1981. In 2018, the
Municipal Office in Zohor decided to
rename the primary school after the
famous native Albin Brunovsky. On this
occasion, Draho$'s kinetic sculpture
Tree (Tribute to Albin Brunovsky) was
created. The bushy tops of pine trees

as a symbol of Zahorie have always
appeared throughout Brunovsky's work,
and therefore this symbol was also used
by Drahos for his sculpture. In the upper
part of the work, which is also bushy, he
inserted a small stainless-steel surface
between the branches, where he placed
the characteristic signature of this native
citizen from Zohor. (6) Although both of
the artists worked in a different time and
space, their work was characterized by
unrestraint in the interpretation of free
thoughts, fantasy, emotionality and the
fates of the lives of a man and a woman.
For the sculptor and painter, it is

sight, acting as a medium between the
subject and the object.
